Get to know what excites your children, and
be excited with them. Another aspect of
nurturing joy is guiding them away from
negative thinking habits. 

Children are rarely asked who God is calling
them to be. Encourage them to think about
God's plan for their lives.

Stay in touch with your child's teacher or
catechist so you know what your child is
learning, and discover how you can support
his or her continued learning. Engage with
your child in conversation about their
preparation for their special day.

Children are concrete thinkers, and they
need guidance from adults to find ways that
the lessons they learn connect with their
lives. Give them examples of ways they can
live what they have learned in all settings - in
family, school, parish and their community.

Parents and sponsors are the example for
each confirmandi. Teach them to focus on
preparing their hearts, minds, and souls.
Families are the domestic Church; the
church of the home - the first place Christian
community is formed and expressed.
