Jesus presents himself as the Mediator be-
tween God and men. He is "the door" of the
sheepfold. We are not given an immediate
encounter with God. We cannot determine
how to communicate with him. God reveals
himself and gives himself to us through

Christ who lives in the Church. We reach -
communion with him through the instru- ' &

mentality of the Church in which Christ is
present and at work.

Jesus is not only the Mediator of God's reve- ;
lation and offering of himself to us. He is the
very reality of the divine Word that reaches .'
us, enlightens us with faith, transforms us &
with grace, guides us with his word, his sac- ¥

raments, and his authority. He is the "door"
and the "Shepherd" who "walks before" the
sheep.

Jesus, as the Good Shepherd, knows us by
name, loves us, and offers his life for us in a
love that continues to the end. That is what
exactly we acknowledge in the responsorial
psalm today: “The Lord is my shepherd; |
shall not want” (Ps 23). We believers are
called to "listen to his voice" and to "follow
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him" without conditions. He leads us to the
"green pastures." It is the cross, after which,
however, comes joy without limits and with-
out end: a joy that also has its anticipations
in earthly existence.

This Sunday also being the Vocations Sun-
day, we are invited to pray for the vocations
to the priesthood, diaconate and consecrat-
ed life, so that Jesus our Good Shepherd may
give us shepherds after his own heart. —
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DID YOU KNOW?

Some of the earliest images depicting Jesus
were of Him as the Good Shepherd. These
are often found in catacombs, at a time
when it was illegal to create more explicitly-
Christian art. Dating back to the 2" century,
these images give us an insight into the cul-
ture and faith of the early Christians.
